NO FORCIBLE DEPORTATIONS: 

DON’T DEPORT TO DANGER
PETITION

To the Honourable the Speaker and Members of the House of Representatives:


This petition of the undersigned citizens and residents of Australia

Draws to the attention of the House: (i) that the security situation  in Afghanistan has deteriorated and that the Afghan government cannot provide safety for asylum seekers returned to any area of Afghanistan, including Kabul; (ii) that according to a UN report there are “credible allegations and evidence” that the Sri Lanka military, headed by Sri Lankan President  Mahinda Rajapaksa, committed war crimes, and that thousands of Tamils remain in government controlled internment camps; (iii) that the Australian government cannot guarantee the human rights or the safety of asylum seekers deported to those countries.

We therefore ask the House to:

(i) recognise that it is not safe to deport asylum seekers to either Afghanistan or Sri Lanka, and 

(ii) therefore refrain from the forcible deportation of Afghan or Sri Lankan asylum seekers.
